SEEKERS CLASS HAITI HOUSE BUILDING PROJECT
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“Let us be concerned for one another, to urge
one another to show love and to do good.”
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In the fall of 2008, four hurricanes caused widespread flooding and wind damage in Haiti.  The Brethren response focused on communities with Church of the Brethren members and included nutrition, microloans, medical supplies and home construction.  None of the BDM homes were damaged by the recent earthquake.

Financial outlay:  $489,123 total expenses, with $411,327 of these expenses in home repair/construction/sanitation/water for the 82 homes built to date.  This project has now transitioned to Haiti earth quake response.  Haiti is no longer in the news, but the need was there before the earthquake and the need for money to build houses has not diminished.  How can you help?  If 100 persons would contribute $60 or if 60 persons would contribute $100 that would build a house!  $60 divided by 12 = $5.00 and $100 divided by 12 = $8.33 indicates that for less than $10/mth one could fit into either group.  If we compare those amounts with the various things we buy each month and the need for families in Haiti to have a place to live, should we not share some of our resources for building a house(s) for our brothers and sisters in Haiti?  We have received $3,753.60 as of 8/16/10.  CELEBRATE!! $6,000 has been received as of 8/23/10.  Our giving will build a house, where a Haitian family can live and build a home!
Thanks for your help with the SCHH project.  As we look to our future, let us remember the continuing need of our brothers and sisters in Haiti.
